Application Process:
1. Application:

When you have decided which course you want you must complete an EBI Application
Form (Available from Agent or info@ebi.ie). The following documents must accompany the
application form:

- Copies of Second Level Education Certificates

- Copies of any Third Level Education Certificates
- Copy of Passport

- Copy of IELTS score sheet

- Passport photo

The documents listed above need to be sent to the college for review before students are
accepted on to their chosen course. Each course has specific entry requirements for
academic level and English level. If you do not have the required level in both you will nhot
be accepted.

2. Acceptance:

Once your application has been accepted you will receive:
1. Letter of Offer
2. Invoice for your course fee

On receipt of these your fees should be sent by telegraphic/ bank transfer to EBI at the
following account details:

3. Visa Application:

The visa application is a complex process which requires very careful study. All required
information must be supplied in detail. If there are any omissions or doubts in the
application it will be refused by the immigration authorities. We will provide full details on
acceptance. Full list of Student Visa Guidelines can be found at www.inis.gov.ie.

4. Visa Approval:

Applicants who have been accepted on to a course in EBI and who are successful in
obtaining an Irish Study Visa may then travel to Ireland to commence their studies.
Students should not arrive more than 14 days before the start date of their course. On
arrival, students will receive an induction pack and will be advised on how to live and
study in Ireland.

5. Visa Refusal & Refunds Policy:

If your visa is refused an appeal can be lodged. If the appeal is turned down your fee will
